	The project we are proposing is a multidisciplinary co-operation, combining artistic practices and basic research on sound, network audio and architecture geographic space.

The principle behind the project is to investigate and develop artistic possibilities on the intersection of networked and acoustic or local audio spaces, through the use of streaming techniques, and more generally the use of flux for artistic purposes (flux understood here as a continually updating medium).

The research is organized under two main thematics Field Spatialization and Networked Sonic Spaces.
